mission delivered to the public-at-large.

Deliver online/virtual presentations (etiquette and attention management
principles);

Manage public speaking anxiety.

METHODOLOGIE

Contrary to the notion that gifted public speakers are simply born, our trainers
identify the particular areas you need to improve on, to give the impression of
spontaneity and confidence. Drawing on the latest modern techniques in the
ancient art of rhetoric (the skill of oration and persuasion), our trainers provide
you with feedback enabling you to make immediate adjustments and
improvements during the course at a behavioral - rather than simply at a

theoretical - level. Throughout the workshop, your voice projection, your gestures

and body language, your presence before the group, and your powers of
persuasion will all be refined so that your presentations deliver a powerful
message that moves your audience to act.
