development - 4-5 hours of studying per week:

e Module 3: Negotiation Skills

e Module 4: Cosmopolitan Communication

2. Live Component (65 % of total workload)

2-3 live components per week, 10-12 such sessions in total on the following
topics:

e Understanding the UN System
e CV and Cover Letter Writing

e Career Planning

e Job Interview Training
